Proverbs 19:17

· Intensive special focus on 2 new families who are responding to the friendship our 2 churches are establishing with them; the circumstances for these 2 families are dire, and their needs are great
· Dental work for our 2 house churches—approximately half done with this!
· On-going: Christmas Project 2021 and Now Ruz Boxes 2022 
· Upcoming one-day conference for U.S. partners; please note the separate email containing info regarding this conference.  We are very excited about it and can’t wait for all of us to share together there!
Future Projects:

· Get Bibles into the hands of Iranian believers
· Stock an English “library”

· Bring orphaned children into 1 of our church homes
