In Luke 10, Jesus is asked, “Who is my neighbor?” Jesus begins teaching the parable of the Good Samaritan. A Jew was headed from Jerusalem to Jericho when he was attacked by robbers who stripped him, beat him, and left him for dead. A priest and a Levite saw the man in need, refused to help, and passed by on the opposite side of the road. A certain Samaritan, enemy of the Jews, saw the man and had compassion. In his love for this Jew he did not know, we learn 12 ways to love your neighbor:

Luke 10:33

        • When he saw him (he noticed) 1

        • He took pity on him (compassion and care) 2

Luke 10: 34

        • He went to him (got dirty—took a great risk) 3

        • Bandaged his wounds (covered all the sins) 4

        • Pouring on oil & wine (didn’t ask questions/didn’t criticize) 5

        • He put the man on his own donkey (changed places/gave all) 6

        • Brought him to an inn (found him safety) 7

        • Took care of him (took care of him willingly) 8

Luke 10:35

        • Next day he took out 2 silver coins and gave them to the innkeeper (gave money) 9

        • Look after him (gave instructions for someone else to help) 10

        • When I return I will reimburse for any extra expense (trustworthy) 11

Jesus ends his teaching by asking, “Which of these three do you think proved to be a neighbor to the man who fell into the robbers’ hands?” The answer was, “The one who showed him mercy.” Jesus said, “Go and Do the same.”  12
