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I Kings 17 & 18
Elijah 875 B.C. or 200 years before King Cyrus. Elijah’s name means “Jehovah is God.”
Omri is an evil king of Israel. He dies. Rest in Peace. His son Ahab takes over and Ahab is more wicked than everyone else before him. Yay! I’m in first place! Not so fast, evildoer…..
INTRO:

I Kings 17:1-9
“Now Elijah the Tishbite, who was of the settlers of Gilead, said to Ahab, As the Lord, the God of Israel lives, before whom I stand, surely there shall be neither dew nor rain these years, except by my word. And the word of the Lord came to him saying, Go away from here and turn eastward, and hide yourself by the brook Cherith, which is east of the Jordan. And it shall be that you shall drink of the brook, and I have commanded the ravens to provide for you there. So he went and did according to the word of the Lord, for he went and lived by the brook Cherith, which is east of the Jordan. And the ravens brought him bread and meat in the morning and bread and meat in the evening, and he would drink from the brook. And it happened after a while, that the brook dried up, because there was no rain in the land. Then the word of Lord came to him saying, Arise, got to Zarephath, which belongs to Sidon, and stay there; behold, I have commanded a widow there to provide for you.”

Elijah prophesied against wickedness of King Ahab.
Elijah tells him there won’t be rain for seven years. And it stops raining for seven years.
Big problem for Ahab--he and Israel worshipped Baal and not the true God. They said their god Baal controlled the rain. Then the true God turns off rain like a water faucet.
Yeshua tells Elijah to go to brook Cherith and the ravens will take care of you. And they did.
Brook dries up. Yeshua tells Elijah to go to Zarapeth because I’ve commanded a widow to take care of you.
Interesting, Zarapheth is in the area of Sidon--the stronghold of Baal worship.
vs.9
Three important words: “Arise,” “Go,” “Stay.” Sounds confusing if you take all the commands together. Spread them out over time and they make a whole lot of sense.
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I Kings 17:10-24
“So he arose and went to Zarephath, and when he came to the gate of the city, behold a widow was there gathering sticks; and he called to her and said, Please get me a little water in a jar, that I may drink. And as she was going to get it, he called to her and said, Please bring me a piece of bread in your hand. But she said, As the Lord your God lives, I have no bread, only a handful of flour in the bowl and a little oil in the jar: and behold, I am gathering a few sticks that I may go in and prepare for me and my son, that we may eat it and die. Then Elijah said to her, Do not fear; go, do as you have said, but make me a little bread cake from it first, and bring it out to me, and afterward you may make one for yourself and your son. For thus says the Lord God of Israel, The bowl of flour shall not be exhausted, nor shall the jar of oil be empty, until the day that the Lord send rain on the face of the earth. So she went and did according to the word of Elijah, and she and he and her household ate for many days. The bowl of flour was not exhausted nor did the jar of oil become empty, according to the word of the Lord which He spoke through Elijah.
Verse 17

Now it came about after these things, that the son of the woman the mistress of the house, became sick; and his sickness was so severe, that there was no breath left in him. So she said to Elijah, What do I have to do with you, O man of God? You have come to me to bring my iniquity to rememberance, and to put my son to death. And he said to her, Give me your son. The he took him from her bosom and carried him up to the upper room where he was living, and laid him on his own bed. And he called to the Lord and said, O Lord my God, hast Thou also brough calamity to the widow with whom I am staying, by causing her son to die? Then he stretched himself upon the child three times, and called to the Lord, and said, O Lord my God, I pray Thee, let this child’s life return to him. And the Lord heard the voice of Elijah, and the life of the child returned to him and he revived. And Elijah took the child, and brought him down from the upper room into the house and gave him to his mother; and Elijah said, See, your son is alive. Then the woman said to Elijah, Now I know that you are a man of God, and that the word of the Lord in your mouth is truth.”
vs.10-11
Elijah shows up to Zarephath and yells to widow picking up sticks: “Hey, I could use a little water over here.” She goes to get it and he hollers again, “while you’re at it, please bring me a piece of cake, too.”
vs.12
She says “As the Lord your God lives.” How did she know he believed in Yahweh? 
She tells Elijah “I’ve only got a little bit of food left. Going to head home to my son with these sticks, we’ll eat and then die.
The famine had been hard on her and her family.
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vs.13
Elijah tells her, “Don’t worry. Make me the cake first and then go make one for you and one for your son.”
vs.14-16
Elijah gives her great news from God: You won’t run out of flour or oil before the famine is over.”
The Zarapheth widow is having her faith tested. Will she trust God?
She did according to the word of Elijah.
Three important words: “She, he, her household.” Zarapheth widow, Elijah and her household (including son) ate a lot for many days.
Yeshua’s Word was truth. Yeshua’s Word is Truth. 
Wait? Elijah was still around?
vs.17-24
Time goes by. Elijah still living with the widow and her son and the son gets really sick and dies. 
She says why did you even come here, O man of God? She is blaming herself. It was her sin that caused her son to die.
Not so. 
John 9:1-3
“And as He passed by, He saw a man blind from birth. And His disciples asked Him, saying, Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that he should be born blind? Jesus answered, It was neither that this man sinned, nor his parents; but it was in order that the works of God might be displayed in him.”

Back to 1 Kings 17.
vs.19-21
Elijah grabs the dead son from mom and runs upstairs to Elijah’s room, and lays him on his bed.
Elijah had been there so long, he even had his own room.

Elijah asks Yeshua if Yeshua has brought trouble to the widow--the widow who is graciously letting Yeshua’s prophet stay. Have you caused her son to die?
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Big question.
Elijah stretches out on the child three times and cries out to Yeh-shoe-ah “Please give him his life back.”
vs.22
Have you ever been in a place or situation where you cried out to Yeshua and He heard YOU. Absolutely no one else, but you? 
Elijah did. Yeshua heard Elijah and the child came back to life.
vs.23-24
What did Elijah’s footsteps sound like when he came downstairs? Did Elijah run? Did he tiptoe? Did he run so fast that his weight and sandals made a lot of noise? Was Elijah yelling “The boy is alive!” as he came downstairs? Did he sneak downstairs to surprise the widow? Remember, the boy was all she had and last time she saw him, he was dead.
Elijah hands the boy back to his mother and said “See. your son is alive.”
See, I knew my God would bring your boy back to life.
Then the woman said to Elijah, Now I know that you are a man of God, and that the word of the Lord in your mouth is truth.”
Wow. Wow. Wow.
Elijah spoke word of the Lord which is TRUTH!
What happens to us as believers, when we speak the words of Yeshua?
