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Matthew 28:19
Part of being a follower of Yeshua is becoming a disciple. Being a disciple of Yeshua is making disciples.
What and how?
First, you need to become a disciple. 
Disciple: a disciple is someone who is totally devoted to a teacher. 
The relationship goes beyond a student or apprentice.
The relationship is more than just learning a trade—like carpentry or auto mechanics.
As believers, we become disciples of Yeshua when we do everything we can to live by His teachings.
INTRO

According to Yeshua, what are the two greatest commandments? 
Love the Lord your God with all of your heart. Love your neighbor as yourself.

Do we do them? Every day?
Here’s an example of making disciples.
John 1:35-51
Again the next day John was standing with two of his disciples, and he looked at Jesus as He walked, and said, “Behold, the Lamb of God!” The two disciples heard him speak, and they followed Jesus. And Jesus turned and saw them following, and said to them, “What do you seek?” They said to Him, “Rabbi (which translated means Teacher), where are You staying?” He said to them, “Come, and you will see.” So they came and saw where He was staying; and they stayed with Him that day, for it was about the tenth hour. One of the two who heard John speak and followed Him, was Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother. He found first his own brother Simon and said to him, “We have found the Messiah” (which translated means Christ). He brought him to Jesus. Jesus looked at him and said, “You are Simon the son of John; you shall be called Cephas” (which is translated Peter). The next day He purposed to go into Galilee, and He *found Philip. And Jesus *said to him, “Follow Me.” Now Philip was from Bethsaida, of the city of Andrew and Peter. Philip found Nathanael and said to him, “We have found Him of whom Moses in the Law and also the Prophets wrote—Jesus of Nazareth, the son of Joseph.”
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Verse 46. Nathanael said to him, “Can any good thing come out of Nazareth?” Philip said to him, “Come and see.” Jesus saw Nathanael coming to Him, and said of him, “Behold, an Israelite indeed, in whom there is no deceit!” Nathanael said to Him, “How do You know me?” Jesus answered and said to him, “Before Philip called you, when you were under the fig tree, I saw you.” Nathanael answered Him, “Rabbi, You are the Son of God; You are the King of Israel.” Jesus answered and said to him, “Because I said to you that I saw you under the fig tree, do you believe? You will see greater things than these.” And He said to him, “Truly, truly, I say to you, you will see the heavens opened and the angels of God ascending and descending on the Son of Man.”
Two disciples of John the Baptist saw Yeshua and began to follow Yeshua.
vs.40
One of them was Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother.
vs.41
Andrew was excited. He had just met Yeshua. He grabbed his brother Simon Peter and said “We’ve found the Messiah!”
The true response of one who has found Christ is to bring others.
If you hear good news, you want to share, yes?
vs.42
Andrew didn’t just tell his brother about Yeshua, he brought him to see Yeshua.
Yeshua took one look at Simon and changed his name to Peter.
vs.43
Yeshua is planning on going to Galilee and He found Phillip. Yeshua said two words to Phillip: “Follow Me.”
This wasn’t a suggestion or an “if you feel like it, if perchance thou hast the time.” It was a command.
vs.44
Phillip from same city as Andrew and Peter.
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vs.45
Phillip finds Nathaniel and says “Hey, we have found the Man who was mentioned in the Law, the prophets--it’s Yeshua of Nazareth, son of Joseph.
Notice Phillip says “we.” He doesn’t say “I found.” Why? Because Yeshua found Phillip.
vs.46-51
Nathaniel was not sure about Yeshua. 
Are you sure about this guy? Andrew answers, “come and see.”
Yeshua sees Nathaniel coming and talks about Nathaniel’s character, which surprises Nathahaniel, because they’d never met. Yeshua then explains where he saw Nathaniel sitting.
Nathaniel says, Rabbi, Thou art the Son of God.
Yeshua knew him before they met. Who else did Yeshua know all about before they met?
The woman at the well. John 4:28-30
So the woman left her waterpot, and went into the city and said to the men, Come, see a man who told me all the things that I have done; this is not the Christ, is it?” They went out of the city, and were coming to Him.
This is one example of Yeshua making disciples.
When you believe Yeshua, you do not have the choice to “make disciples.” It’s a command:
Matthew 28:18-20
“And Jesus came up and spoke to them, saying, All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.”
Yeshua said “Go.” Similar to Good Samaritan parable where Yeshua said “Go and do.”
Why is making disciples so important?
1. Making disciples is the great mission Yeshua gave His followers before He returned to heaven. This mission or task is for faithful believers--it’s now up to you and me.
2. Yeshua plan was simple--making disciples who would make other disciples, who would make other disciples until He returns. This is our assignment. There is no Plan B or a backup plan.
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3. Making disciples has been neglected for so long. Few professing believers are living as disciples of Yeshua and even fewer are making disciples. People (believers) are failing to be salt and light.
4. When we stand before Yeshua, He will ask whether we obeyed His command to go and make disciples. When you look at Yeshua, how will you answer?
What a disciple is not:
Some think a disciple is someone in ministry--a pastor or missionary, but not an ordinary believer.
Others believe a “disciple” is someone who has gone through a training program on how to be a disciple--studying the basics of the Christian life for several weeks or month.
Still others think a disciple is a Christian who has made an optional, higher level of commitment to Yeshua than the average believer.
What does Bible says a disciple is?
This is what is important--not what people think.
“Disciple” is a learner, pupil or adherent (someone who does what someone else does because they set an example).
One view:
A “disciple” of Yeshua is someone who has come to Him, claimed Him as Savior and God, and then spends their life following Him.
It’s more than just trusting Yeshua. It’s more than someone who has learned the teachings of Yeshua (or the Bible). It is someone who has come to repentance and faith in Yeshua and is seeking to follow His teaching and example.
The heart of this process is learning and obeying the teachings of Yeshua in the power of the Holy Spirit.
What is discipleship and discipling?
The ongoing process of growth as a disciple is referred to as discipleship.
How do we make disciples?
What did Andrew do? He grabbed his brother Simon. What did Phillip do? He grabbed Nathaniel.
They did what Yeshua said to do--go make disciples out of believers.

Matthew 28:19

Three important words: going, baptizing, teaching.
Making disciples (learners, pupils or students, adherents) of Yeshua is the main focus and begins with our going out to help nonbelievers learn more about Who Yeshua is, what He did on the cross and what He did for me, and how that applies to their lives.
It means to encourage, assist or help, teach, share, give, love, and teaching them to obey all that Yeshua commanded.
Going
First stage of making disciples.
This is a command, not a suggestion.
It means, you need to follow Yeshua and then go.
It means we have to decide to make disciples and then go and make disciples.
We need to understand the Gospel message and learn how to share it with others.
One way to share the message of Yeshua is to share what He has done for you.
The heart of the gospel is I Corinthians 15:3-4
“For I delievered to you as of first importance what I also received, that Christ died for our sins, accoriding to the scriptures, and that He was buried, and that He was raised on the third day according to the Sciptures.
The simple message “is the power of God for salvation to everyone who believes.” 
Romans 1:16
For I am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the power of God for salvation to everyone who believes, to the Jew first and also to the Greek.”
Baptizing
Once people come to Yeshua, they need to be baptized. 
Baptism means people publicly give up the world, and declare their allegiance to Yeshua.
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Teaching
Once a person trusts Yeshua, she or he is now in the school of discipleship--as a follower, learner and student of Yeshua.
The disciple-making process now shifts to teaching the new disciple to understand and obey the teachings that Yeshua taught His first disciples.
Matthew 28:19
This is the work of a lifetime. Every believer should still be learning and following Yeshua, no matter how long they have been a believer.
As you disciple people, remember that simply learning Yeshua’s teachings doesn’t make you a disciple. 
The true disciple obeys Yeshua’s commands.
